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How did Israel’s leaders reject Jesus? // Israel’s leaders (like ours in the US) spoke on behalf of
the nation

Then one was brought to Him who was demon-possessed, blind and mute; and He healed him, so that
the blind and mute man both spoke and saw.

Then He spoke many things to them in parables, saying: “Behold, a sower went out to sow. Matthew
13:3 NKJV

And the disciples came and said to Him, “Why do You speak to them in parables?” Matthew 13:10
NKJV

He answered and said to them, “Because it has been given to you to know the mysteries of the
kingdom of heaven, but to them it has not been given.
