(Luke 2:39-41)

So when they had performed all things according to the law of the Lord, they returned to Galilee, to
their own city, Nazareth. Luke 2:39 NKJV

What was Jesus like as a middle schooler?
(Luke 2:42-50)

And when He was twelve years old, they went up to Jerusalem according to the custom of the feast.
Luke 2:42 NKJV

Joseph and His mother did not know it; Luke 2:43 NKJV

Memory Verse: God made the world. Genesis 1:1 (adapted for toddlers)

Heart of the Lesson: God Made the Sea

Parent Connect: Fill a shallow tub with water and bath toys. Discuss how God made the sea as you play together in the
water.

In this series, we will look at the life of Jesus, his ministry, and how he fulfills all of the Old Testament prophecies that we’ve
been learning about all year in our One Story Plan.

Memory Verse: “John saw Jesus coming towards him and said, ‘Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!’”
John 1:29

Heart of the Lesson: Jesus Was a Kid, Too - Jesus Gets Lost in the Temple - Luke 2:41-52

Parent Connect: Read Luke 2:41-52 out loud to your kid as your kid uses today’s craft to act out the story.

In this series, we will show how Jesus is the fulfillment of the promises we have been reading about all year in the Old
Testament. His birth, ministry, death, and resurrection were all foretold. He is the Passover lamb, the Good Shepherd, the
perfect prophet, priest, king, and Messiah.

Memory Verse: “I am the Alpha and the Omega—the beginning and the end,” says the Lord God. “I am the one who is, who
always was, and who is still to come—the Almighty One.” Revelation 1:18

Heart of the Lesson: Jesus a birth like no other - Matthew 1, Luke 1-2

Parent Connect: "Tell your kids about their birth(s). Did anything unexpected happen? Discuss as a family what everyone
thinks was the most miraculous thing about the birth of Jesus?"
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The One Story of the Bible all points to Jesus. Jesus came to earth with a mission, and, long story short, it is to seek and save
the lost. Through this 7-week series, we’ll explore how Jesus lived His mission, and how He calls us to take part of it.

Memory Verse: For the Son of Man came to seek and save those who are lost. Luke 19:10

Heart of the Lesson: His Childhood - Luke 2:39-52

Parent Connect: Pray and ask God to help you continue to learn and grow in your relationship with Him. What is a spiritual
discipline you can grow in?

While the whole Bible is about Jesus, it’s time to study the Gospels, where we get to learn about Jesus’ ministry on Earth to
people like you and me! Just like Jesus called people to follow Him and share Him with others, He calls us to follow Him and
share Him with others!

Memory Verse: John 10:27 (NIRV) “My sheep listen to my voice. I know them, and they follow me.”

Heart of the Lesson: Jesus’ Childhood (Jesus at the Temple - Luke 2:39-52)
